The EPAs describe pharmacy workplace activities that all students are entrusted to do in the experiential setting with direct or distant supervision that preceptors assess using an entrustment decision scale. The profession has identified 13 EPAs, however not all EPAs are assessed on each rotation. The evaluation form will contain the required EPAs for a given rotation. Students should be given multiple opportunities to accomplish the EPAs, you may use one or all of the example tasks listed. However, you do not have to use the example tasks, you may use your own tasks that relate to an EPA. Note, the students rotation grade will not be affected by any EPA score. However, in order to graduate, P4 students must achieve a minimum of a level 3 at least once for each EPA to be "practice ready". It is expected that most students will achieve a level 3 during their APPEs.
